choose a name for our sea lion pup.  
 

“Our new sea lion pup has become an instant favorite among both Zoo visitors and our 
great animal care team,” said Dinolfo. “We’re so pleased the public has taken such an 
interest in naming our newest member of the zoo family and we’re excited to announce 
that community members will have the final say in the contest!” 
 
The online poll adds a new, interactive element to our traditional naming contest. As 

participants in the final stage of the contest, members of the public will have a voice in 
the future of the Zoo and the animals that live there. To vote on a name, residents can
